Purpose and objective

The Journal of East Asian and ASEAN Studies is an academic
journal published by East Asian Studies Center Faculty of Political
Science, Ramkhamhaeng University. Initially, it was published in a small
format of booklet primarily in Thai language on a yearly basis. But from
2012 onwards, the volume of the Journal has been enlarged with
varieties of contents to include articles in English as well in Chinese
language. Beginning from 20 1 5 the publication is scheduled to be
published twice yearly to accommodate with the increasing demands for
research publication requirement.

The purpose of this Journal aims to disseminate knowledge on
the region of East Asia including ASEAN countries in various disciplines, as
this part of Asia is moving closer together towards a tightly link area. As
a multi-disciplinary publication with emphasis mainly on Social Science
and Humanity, the Journal’s principal focus cover sub-disciplines such as
sociology, politics, security, history, international relations, economics
and cooperation, business, philosophy, law, religious and ethnic
identities, cultural studies, language and literature, local community,

environment, public-private management and governance etc.
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After founding in 1996, our East Asian Studies Center has taken a
long road with slow pace but steady progress with firm objective to
advance academically despite limited resources. The center was
acknowledged and has been member of the East Asia Academic
Cooperation Council (EACC), a forum initiated by Department of ASEAN

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Abstract

This research objectives to 1) Study the cooperation process
among public, private and civil society sectors toward anti-corruption. 2)
Study the components of cooperation among public, private and civil
society sectors toward anti-corruption. 3) Study role in the profession,
structural characteristics, personal characteristics, the history of past
cooperation influences among public, private and civil society sectors
toward anti-corruption. 4) Provide guidance for the development of
cooperation among public, private and civil society sectors toward anti-
corruption. This research is a qualitative research by multiple case study
approach in two cases: The Waste Water Treatment Plant Project, Klong
Dan, Samut Prakan of the Pollution Control Department and The
Purchase of Drugs and Medical Supplies of the Ministry of Public Health
and the data were collected by document study, in-depth interview and
direct observation from relevant stakeholders from public, private and
civil society sectors.

The study found that the cooperation process in anti-corruption
is divided into two processes: the first is a work together among the
private and civil society sectors and then the second process is a work
together among the public, private and civil society sectors. Components
of cooperation toward anti-corruption are 1) Interdependence on

information that is beneficial to anti-corruption. 2) The newly created
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activity is seeking information. 3) The work together has flexible and
division of functions. 4) There is a common ownership of goal is to fight
against corruption. 5) The work together has explains the process of
working together in fight against corruption. For a role in the profession,
structural characteristics, personal characteristics, the history of past
cooperation have been found to have influenced anti-corruption
cooperation. Therefore, the development of cooperation toward anti-
corruption must integrate the anti-corruption cooperation process into
the same process, by using components of cooperation include a role in
the profession, structural characteristics, personal characteristics, the
history of past cooperation are driven. This research can lead to the
development of models, methods or guidelines for cooperation toward
anti-corruption to solve the problem of corruption.
